__»Arts thrive in Leipzig, Bach‘s backyard« was the title of the most recent
article about Leipzig featured in the travel section of the New York Times. Right-
ly so, for Leipzig‘s art scene is lively and diverse.

__As a centre of fine and applied arts, Leipzig is a real magnet for visitors.
Its role in the international art landscape as well as its many museums and
galleries make a visit to this city a special experience for anyone interested
in art and culture.

__Leipzig once again has a lot to offer this year. For example, the Grassi Mu-
seum of Applied Arts, the Museum of City History, and the Museum of Fine
Arts are presenting a special joint exhibition: »Leipzig. Photography since
1839« (,,Leipzig. Fotografie seit 1839“), and are approaching the theme from
their own perspectives. Another highlight for 2011: the »Face to Face« (,Von
Angesicht zu Angesicht“) exhibition at the Museum of Fine Arts with works by
Max Beckmann, the great maverick of the modern art movement.

__But Leipzig does not only display art, the city is also alive with art. The
»New Masters« are trained at the Academy of Visual Arts, many of whom later
find their way to the Spinnerei in the western part of the city. Around 100
artists such as Neo Rauch and Tilo Baumgdrtel work on the grounds of this
former cotton mill - premises that they share with gallery owners, architects,
and designers. Visitors are also welcome to stop by here at any time of day.

__ Visit Leipzig, the exciting city of art! To give you some inspiration and as
an introduction to this multifaceted modern art landscape, we will present the
highlights below.



. __The Museum of Fine Arts is home to one of
Germany’s oldest civil art collections. The per-

manent collections and temporary exhibitions
are presented on over 7,000 square metres in
a unique interplay of art and architecture. You
will see masterpieces from the 15" to the 21%
century. Highlights include late medieval pain-
tings, Dutch paintings from the 17 century,
and 19" century German art.

__Special emphasis is placed on art from Leip-
zig, which has local roots and international ap-
peal. The »New Leipzig School« is well-known to
art lovers and collectors around the world and
unites such diverse artists such as Neo Rauch,
Matthias Weischer, and Christiane Baumgartner.
Only a few decades earlier, Bernhard Heisig,
Wolfgang Mattheuer, and Werner Tiibke were
appreciated and discussed as representatives of
the »Leipzig School« beyond the borders of East
Germany.

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__ 126 years ago, Leipziger Baumwollspin- —,
nerei Aktiengesellschaft bought a 10-hec-

tare plot of land in the west of Leipzig. By
1907, it had become the largest cotton mill
in continental Europe. This fascinating fac-
tory complex with its workers‘ housing and
allotment gardens has survived intact to this
day. Ever since the phasing out of yarn pro-
duction in 1992, the site has been in a state
of constant change. The pioneers of the site’s 30104, =oilostzoin

revival were mainly artists, who now occupy
more than 100 studios in the former spin-
ning mill.

__The GRASSI Museum of Applied Arts is
one of the most important museums of its
kind in Europe. Since its reopening, it has
been attracting guests with a new perma-
nent exhibition. The first tour »Antiquity to
Historicism« takes you on a journey through
2,500 years of art history. The second ex-
hibition area, »Asiatic Art. Impetus for Fu-
rope«, is primarily devoted to art treasures
from China, Japan, and Iran. The third and
final tour, »Art Nouveau up to the Present
Day«, is scheduled to open at the end of
2011. The presentation will cover every-
thing from international Art Nouveau to
Art Deco, Functionalism and Bauhaus to the
major design trends of the second half of the
20" century as well as East German design,
culminating in the present day.

__Regular tours at the Academy of Visual Arts (7) present interdisciplinary
work by Leipzig‘s students of painting and graphic art, photography, and
communication design. A wealth of galleries in downtown Leipzig and in
other parts of town, such as the Spinnerei (2) and the Tapetenwerk (6) in
Plagwitz are evidence of the abundant creativity of Leipzig‘s art scene. The
Spinnerei tours, which take place three times every year, have become a
major attraction with international appeal.

__With the annual exhibition »Leipziger Jahresausstellung«, the society by
the same name revives the tradition of bourgeois art. It offers fine artists of
all genres from Leipzig and Saxony, as well as guests, a platform for contem-
porary artwork.

__The »Grassimesse« trade fair held at the Museum of Applied Arts and the
»Designers Open« — a festival for young media, graphic, fashion, toy, and
product design, which takes place at the same time — are now considered
fixed dates in Leipzig's art calendar.
